Miss Rollins also was named Woman of the Year by the Aurora
Business Women’s Association and the YWCA Aurora.

The
following vyear, he
attended Marquette
University in Milwaukee,
Wisconsin where he
received a degree in com-
munications in 2001. After
college, Ben worked in
sales for several compa-
nies. At Stiefel Labora-
tories, he received
numerous awards, such as
Chicago District MVP

Ben Horonzy
(1979-2008)

and the prestigious President’s
Club Award that is reserved for the
highest performers. In January 2008,
he was promoted to a sales executive
position at Stiefel and was in the
process of moving to Atlanta when he
died. Shortly thereafter, his family and
friends created a scholarship at
Geneva High School to pay tribute to
his life. The scholarship now is
administered by the Community
Foundation. The Ben
Horonzy Memorial
Scholarship Fund
honors the spirit and
passion that Ben brought
to his relationships. He
has been described as
kind, compassionate,
fun-loving and respect-
ful.
